'Partlio’, a Member of Design Hotels, is a project inspired by
Cycladic architecture, the land of Paros island, and its unique light.
‘Helios, my Sun, let me shine in the echo of your gold light'.
Located among meadows and island reeds, next to the Kolymbithres
beach, 'Parilio’ -‘the sun's halo'- gets its name from the atmospher-
ic phenomenon in which points of light appear around thesun, creat-
ing an optical illusion, often like a luminous ring or halo, caused by
sunlight passing through ice crystals in the upper atmosphere. The
unique feeling caused by the rays of sunlight falling on the built
masses of Cycladic architecture inspired us to design an accommo-
dation experience that seems to slow down time.

Our first contact with the pre-existing building occurred in Decem-
ber 2018. The original building consisted of 55 rooms distributed in
six buildings designed in the 1980s along the lines of standardised
is-land architecture, on a 7,000m? site. The new use required com-
plete change in both interior and exterior layout,. The new design
in-volved 33 suites, a reception area, a restaurant, a new pool, the
surrounding area and a spa. Construction began in January 2019
and was completed in July of the same year.

The 'Parilio’ Hotel architecture strives for the creation of a funda-
mental design reality and highlights the need for a return to the tra-
ditional principles of Cycladic architecture where studied simplicity
is the protagonist. The design is influenced by the traditional ver-
nacular houses of Paros and is inspired by the fortress-like monas-
teries that one encounters on the island.

The reception area, the first image captured by the visitor's eye, like
a modern monastic sanctuary with narrow windows and a large en-
trance with a succession of impressive vaults, creates an over-
whelming feeling of complete calm. These images create a sense of
time-travelling to past decades, when life on the Cycladic islands
was as pure as light itself. In the cruciform swimming-pool, which is
orientated towards the main entrance and frames the Ancient
Acropolis on the hill opposite, natural rocks break the surface of the
water. This is a powerful image which reveals the mark of the land-
scape of the land of the Cyclades and the harmonious union which
this landscape can have with architecture.The suites, in direct con-
tact with the landscape, create a sense of intimacy and relaxation.

The ‘Parilio’ aesthetic originates from the harmonious mix of new
and old features, modern and vintage materials and furniture, a
practice which aims to create a completely new frame of reference.
The 'Parilio’ guest comes across a contemporary architectural
approach which is directly or indirectly influenced by and combined
with traditional Cycladic images. Belonging within this aesthetic

ceramics. Potters from Morocco, Crete, and Copenhagen have cre-
ated ceramic pottery, jars, and functional objects. The rugs that
adorn the headboards in all the suites were specially designed for
Parilio by LRNCE, the firm of Laurence Leenaert, based in Morocco.

At the top of Koukounaries, the hill opposite, one of the most
ancient and important acropolises of the Aegean, a prehistoric set-
tlement was excavated and yielded important finds. This unspoilt
piece of land of Paros inspired the ‘Parilio’ colour palette. The blind-
ing white which one encounters on all the traditional houses on the
island is combined with the different colours which predominate on
the hill - all the shades of brown and beige, as well as the faded yel-

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low that one can see among the rocks. All the colours seen on the
hill have been used inside the rooms, creating a result, perfectly
correlated to the natural features surrounding the hotel. Most of the
furniture has been custom-designed by the design team for this
project, and is combined with Cycladic marbles and fabrics. Outside
the rooms, the yellow awnings are the key protagonist, serving as a
typical feature of ‘Parilio’. The chairs and tables are by Vincent Van
Duysen.
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
